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AM20-W operating
instructions

The Vexve AM20-W heating Controller
regulates the water-circulating central
heating system according to the indoor
temperature. Data is transferred be-
tween the room unit and the motor unit
via radio frequency, making installation
extremely easy.

All settings can be made via the room
unit. To facilitate use, the menus have
been divided into two categories: an
end-user menu and an installation menu
for commissioning the device.

4. ‘DErA’ restores the original settings. NOTE: ‘DEFa’ ALSO RESETS

5. When you choose YES, ‘RU’” appears on the screen. If you press
button C now, the device enters pairing mode, and unless the motor
unit is powered off for a moment, the ‘PAIR FAIL' message appears.

6. Go to the motor unit and power it off for 3 seconds. When the motor
unit is powered on again, the device will be in pairing mode for 1
minute.

7. To exit the menu, press the ECO button (B ). To return to the installa-
tion menu, press button D.

8.  Mount the room unit in a suitable location with the supplied screws.
If the location has not been decided yet, the room unit can be placed
in vertical position on a table, for example, as long as air can circulate
around it.

9. Choose the desired indoor temperature and let the device adjust for
a few minutes.

If the temperature is higher than +99.9 °C, there is no connection between the sensor and the motor
unit.

* Take the room unit to the motor unit.
* Check that the antenna unit is connected and that the wire is intact.

* Switch off the supply current to the motor unit for a moment and then remove one of the room unit
batteries for a while.

* Then power up the devices again — if they function normally, press the commissioning button D on
the room unit with the tip of a pen, select RF, and take the room unit back to its location.

* Give the device a moment to calculate the mean value for the success of radio communications; if
the figure is less than 30%, move the room unit to see if you can find better reception nearby.

* The location of the motor unit antenna essentially affects the radio communications range — always
place the antenna as high as possible.

Contact a Vexve Controls distributor, who will take the device for factory maintenance and provide a
replacement if necessary.

‘Battery charge is low (1/3 remaining).

Replace the AA alkaline batteries in the room unit. The room unit has a memory that saves the
device settings even when the batteries are replaced.

- Use only good-quality alkaline batteries.

* When the battery charge is low, the backlight does not come on and the display is blank when the
device is not being used.

Set the valve and the actuator to the ‘O’ posi-
tion and check the operating direction of the
valve (default: right-handed, i.e. opens when
turned clockwise).

Install the adapter on the valve stem and
install the pin (if any). Fasten the actuator with
the supplied long screw and check manually
that the combination works correctly and
without effort.

At this point, set the device to AUTOMATIC.

Connect the supply water sensor to the sup-
ply water pipe and the motor unit. Connect
the radio transmitter to the motor unit and po-
sition the antenna part as high as possible.

Remove the protective plastic from the room
unit batteries and make sure that ‘RU’ is
shown on the screen.

At this point, power on the motor unit.

Press the button on the right side of the room
unit. ‘PAIR’ is shown on the screen.

After a moment, ‘PAIR ok’ is shown to indi-
cate that radio connection has been formed.
If this does not happen, see page 8.

To select the heating method (HI = radiator /
LO = floor heating) or to make and acknowl-
edge changes, press the button on the right
side. To select functions and navigate the
menus, use the rotary switch.

At ‘Valve’, select the operating direction of the
valve. The default setting is ‘Right’, i.e. the
valve opens when turned clockwise.

‘RF’ indicates the signal strength, calculating
the mean value. You can utilise this value if

settings. After resetting, the device must
paired — continue from step 5.

To exit the installation menu press the ECO
button on the left side.

If you already pressed ECO earlier, don’t
worry: there is a button on the backplate —
press this with the tip of a pen to return to the
